§ 103-26. Site development regulations. [Added
12-20-2006]

Site plan decisions have a lasting effect on the character and
function of a community. To protect the health, safety, and
general welfare of the City of North Tonawanda and its
citizens, regulations for site development are needed. The
regulations contained in this section shall be considered
minimum standards in addition to all other provisions of this
chapter and shall apply to all new and modified existing public
and private development whenever a permit is required.
Whenever the requirements of this section conflict with the
requirements of any other lawfully adopted rules, regulations
or ordinances, the most restrictive or that imposing the higher
standards shall govern. Exemptions to § 103-26, Site
development regulations: All modifications to an existing
structure that do not exceed 1,000 square feet in size or $50,000
in total cost.
