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Form-based Code

* Regulates the form of different land uses, rather than the use
itself

« Often used to preserve or promote a certain development
pattern (i.e. downtown or historic area)
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Overview of Downtown District

The premise of the Form Based Code is that ALL uses permitted in
other districts are allowed if they meet design requirements, unless
the are expressly PROHIBITED.

* Adult Entertainment uses * Dwelling, single-family

e Automotive graveyard * Golf courses

e Campground * Industry, heavy

e Contractor’s Yard e Junkyard

Downtown Form Based Code
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Provide a mixed-use environment, with infusion of
residential uses

Vehicle parking located behind the building or
provided on-street

Active uses (retail, restaurant, service) on ground
floor is preferable

Light manufacturing opportunities




Allow redevelopment of entire blocks
Higher open space requirements

Full mix of uses

Residential mix facilitated by design parameters
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Allow redevelopment of entire blocks

Mixed use - retail, job creation, service oriented

Gradual transition from River Road into higher
density downtown
